The H601W/i501W devices are pre-configured to connect to a network named "WiFi-device-ssid", 
with the default SSID password being "i<0%aY8+". After a successful connection, the power light 
will blink 5 times.

Method 1(Customer selected W611W):
1. Enter [Advanced Settings] on the W611W, then go to [Share Wi-Fi] to enable the Wi-Fi sharing 
function and set the office network SSlD and password. At this point, the W611W functions as an 
AP.
